Level Google Classroom for each testing date.

● If your student fails to complete the attendance form theywill bemarked as anUNEXCUSED absence, and youwill

need to provide a “Parent Note” to excuse the absence.



Food Service
Students attending testing will have the opportunity to order lunch through our food service SUBWAY. All orders

will need to be PREPAID. Foodwill be delivered directly to the student and eaten in the testing room as wemust

maintain a secure testing environment. A google form for ordering lunches during Keystone Examswill be sent to

students along with their room assignments oneweek before testing begins. However, students are encouraged

to bring their own lunch on testing days.

Transportation
Students who are eligible for busing from their home school district will be offered busing on their assigned days

during Keystone testing. All other students (carpool, family drivers) should drop off and pick up on First Street.

Please Note: All test takers are given extended time to take the exams. Testing officially ends at the conclusion of our
day at 3:30 pm; however, if students need extended time for the secondmodule our building will remain open until 4 pm.
If your student misses their bus or ride they will be required to find alternative transportation when they complete their
testing module.
